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A BREACH OF INTERNATIONAL HUMAN RIGHTS?

On December the 17th the Home Secretary, Michael Howard, published the 117 clause
Criminal Justice and Public Order Bill. The 5th Criminal Justice Bill in four years. When it
gets its second reading in Parliament on January the 11th it is due to cause a storm of protest.
Senior police officers, the legal establishment, civil rights organisations and the Labour Party
claim the legislation is the most co-ercive for a decade.

Chief Constables said that the legislation contained fundamental changes to the constitution

that would lead to the end of the traditional style of policing.
The Bar Council and Law Society said that the abolition of the right to silence tore at the

fundamental principle of criminal justice that a person was innocent until proved guilty.

The Royal Commissions Chair, Lord Runciman, has served notice that he intends to table
amendments, backed by several Tory peers and the legal establishment, to restore the right of
silence when the legislation reaches the House of Lords.

The reaction of Justice, the all party legal reform group, was typical of civil rights organisa-
tions. It desribed the abolition of the right to silence as draconian. Liberty, the former National

Council for Civil Liberties, claimed that the package contained at least five potential breaches .
of international human rights laws. It warned that the public order measures, aimed at new age |
travellers, all night "raves” and hunt saboteurs, would limit the right to public protest and 7' }‘:2%

affect peaceful trade union pickets and even motorway protesters.

SQUATTERS AND RAVERS FACE THE MUSIC

The new public order powers on the bill are directed against squatters, new age travellers,

all night "raves”, hunt saboteurs, illegal campers and mass trespassers.
The powers to deal with new age travellers and ravers will allow the police to order trespas-

sers to leave a piece of land, including minor highways and common land, if they have brought

more than six vehicles onto it against the owners will. ;
The current law applies only to convoys of more than twelve vehicles. The police will also

be given a new power to inpound the vehicles.
Iocal authorities are to be given powers against illegal campers and the present duty on

Councils to provide gypsy caravan sites which has existed since 1968 will be removed.
It will become a criminal offence for a group of 10 or more to gather to play loud music

during the night and fail to comply with a police order to leave.
Any vehicles and amplification equipment invoved can be seized and anyone within a five

mile radius of the mass rave site can be turned back. : ;
The police have mounted three full scale "rave operations” anually in recent years at a cost

of £400,000 each.
